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What is versioning?

Where a Unit Manager can modify or alter the Unit, the Unit's composition of Asset(s) and the re-evaluation of any existing prequalification applications to ensure their continued eligibility to 

participate in the services it had originally been qualified for.

It had originally designed for a Non-Balancing Mechanism Unit type to be more streamlined so that all prospective modifications and/or alterations are captured in one instance from Market 

Providers and any tests or conditions are applied in real time and the outcome is calculated instantly where possible and the subsequent changes are applied to the Unit automatically. 

The Global Versioning Process comprises of the following stages: 

The identification of the Unit in question and the capture of information relating to the Unit and associated asset(s) and updates to the connected prequalification applications. 

The verification of the data supplied in line with Versioning Criteria and the outcome decision on the modifications/alteration.

The automated processing of the Unit to generate the latest Unit Version and the associated records to reflect the latest changes/alterations. 

The communication of the latest Unit Version and associated records to downstream systems such as the Enduring Auction Capability platform. 

Changes permitted through versioning

A Unit is subject to versioning when it requires a change or modification to its properties or to a change or modification to its composition of asset(s). This can include any of the following 

combination.

An Increase or Decrease in the Total Demand or Generation Capacity resulting from an alteration in the composition of asset(s)

The addition or remove/withdrawal of asset(s)

A Modification to the Demand or Generation Capacity at an individual Asset Level. 

Application of versioning for a Balancing Mechanism Unit

Now that a Balancing Mechanism Unit (BMU) can be registered on the Single Markets Platform, to ensure consistency with Non-BMUs the functionality of versioning will appropriately be 

applied for a BMU.

Therefore, versioning logic will determine whether the type of Unit is a Non-Balancing Mechanism Unit (will be Business-As-Usual process) or a Balancing Mechanism Unit and the SMP UI 

Portal will be updated to allow an Unit Manager to perform these actions. 

A Balancing Mechanism Unit process (see diagrams below) will then trigger a notification to Registrations Team who will manually version the Unit and once they have approved a system 

notification will be issued to the Registered Service Provider that versioning is successful. 

Please note that any changes to Control Point or Trading Agent will be a manual offline business process undertaken by the Registration Team.
