What do I need to know?
How often does this election process take place?
Every 2 years, CUSC Users will appoint the CUSC Modification Panel Users’ Panel Members (and Alternate Members) by election in accordance with CUSC Section 8A. 

Why is this election taking place outside the 2 yearly process?
The 2025 CUSC Panel Election did not result in the election of Alternate Members for the CUSC Panel, as sufficient nominations were not received during the Elections Process (as per CUSC Annex 8A). The election resulted in the nomination of the minimum of 7 Panel Members. This means that the CUSC Modifications Panel for the period of 01 October 2025 – 30 September 2027 is made up of seven Users’ Panel Members in addition to the National Energy System Operator (NESO) Panel Member and Consumers’ Panel Member, with no Alternate Members for the Users’ Panel Members.

As a result, CMP462: Provision for Alternate Panel Members was raised which introduced a provision within CUSC Annex 8A for the Code Administrator to run an expedited Alternate Election Process. This modification was approved by the Authority and implemented into the CUSC on 11 February 2026.  This Alternate Election process will determine the CUSC (Users) Panel Alternates for the period 24 April 2026 – 30 September 2027.

How many seats are available for election?  
The following seats are available for election:
